Hi Jon,
  

In response to your question, yes: March 11th conversions could go up if users who clicked on your ad on March 11th convert within 30 days.
  

Also, keep in mind that the conversions you see attributed to dates prior to March 10th only reflect people who converted in the past four days of this week, and so do not reflect the complete number of conversions that occurred during that period.

First, in response to your conversion tracking question: I took a look at your account, and noticed that your account daily report does show conversions going back to Feb. 10th (see attached report), one month prior to the date that you said you activated the conversion tracking (March 10th).
  

This makes sense due to the way that we cookie users to track conversions. In your Google AdWords Conversion Tracking statistics, we attribute conversions to the date of the original click, not the date of the conversion. Our system can record conversions that take place up to 30 days after the initial click on an ad. So if someone clicked on a liquidation ad on March 5th, and didn’t convert until March 12th, we would still record the conversion as occurring on March 5th, the time of the click.  We make this data visible to advertisers in the reports once conversion tracking is activated.
